General Points
Key Units including General Duties available requiring proactive effort to complete as much as possible. Need to meet College Tutors on arrival / induction to discuss (and sign) training agreement. We have divided up many of the General Duties module between different areas of the rotations to limit duplication – see below. Should also discuss any audit and research activity you want to undertake at this time. You need to know what the curriculum demands for each area at your stage – should you have particular interests / difficulties these should also be addressed at this time (preferably having also been raised with your Educational Supervisor).

Assessments are a means to an end but should not distract you from improving as a doctor and anaesthetist. For each Unit of Training the minimum number of assessments is 1 DOPS, 1CbD, 1 Anaes-cex and 1 ALMAT. You can obviously complete more – a necessity if areas of difficulty but fewer will result in a failure to progress at ARCP. Successful completion of a Unit of Training will require evidence of appropriate numbers and mix of cases. In some areas the  unit can be completed at a single site (and can be “signed-off”) in others competencies may be picked up across the region (requiring greater co-ordination and organisation on your behalf). Multiple source feedback should be undertaken on an annual basis in each training year except during years ST3 – 4 where a single measure over the 2 year period is acceptable. At least 12 returns should be completed from a 4 week period with at least 6 of these being from consultant staff.

It is incumbent on you to discuss with the responsible individual for each area of general duties as what is expected for that part of the curriculum. The WBPAs will be closely related to the “core clinical outcomes” for that part of the curriculum, and may be specific / directed – eg in Airway the DOPS will be observed completion of a fibreoptic intubation on an awake or anaesthetised patient at ST 3-4 level.  
OOPE prior to CCT will become much more difficult due to specific requirements within the curriculum. You must check with Drs Semple / Young prior to applying for posts that this will be possible.
